Dear Parents,

For the past few years, the Riverdale “RamBassadors” have volunteered their time and served as guides for our Back To
School Nights. On those nights, they assisted the parents in navigating the building and answered any questions about the
school from a student’s perspective. This year, we would like to expand their responsibilities and have them serve in a
role that would allow them to assist their peers as well.

In addition to their assistance at Back To School Night, students who continue to volunteer to serve as “RamBassadors”
will work with Mrs. Reinhard, the school social worker, to gain some training and skills as to how they can assist their
younger schoolmates in dealing with various social situations. Their primary role will be to help the kindergarten — fifth
grade students during recess time (serving as an appropriate role model during this time); which would require them to be
pulled from one of their classes (either 6™ or 7" period) periodically. There may also be times when they are asked to join
a classroom teacher to speak with students during a Character Education lesson. This will not be an everyday event and
there will be a rotating schedule, so that class time missed will be kept to a minimum (students will not miss more than
one class period during a month). At no time, would the student “RamBassador” be asked to assume the responsibility of
supervising the students, as there will always be a teacher with the group. Their role is to simply interact with students
and help them make good choices as we all work to promote a more positive school environment.

This program is open to all 8" Grade Students and any members of the Riverdale School Student Council or National
Junior Honor Society. All students who participate in this program must be eligible based on the academic standards and
behavioral expectations as set forth in the Pupil and Parent Handbook.
